This transfer guide is intended for students
pursuing an Associate of Arts in Transfer Studies
with a concentration in Political Science at Anne
Arundel Community College who are interested
in pursuing a Bachelor of Arts in Policy, Politics
and International Affairs at the University of
Baltimore. This transfer guide demonstrates how
a student can meet both requirements for the
associate and bachelor degrees.

SAVINGS:

Anne Arundel County students can save up to
$9,912.00 by first completing their associate
degree at Anne Arundel Community College and
then transferring to finish up the bachelor degree
at University of Baltimore (based on 2020-21
undergraduate tuition and fees).

UB NOTES:

Eligible students will be considered for full- and
part-time merit-based scholarships and the Bob
Parsons Scholarship, which offers free tuition
and fees. A maximum of 63 credits earned at
AACC will transfer. Students with a cumulative
3.5 GPA will be invited to participate in the Helen
P. Denit Honors program or may participate in
our early graduate or early law school options.
